
Lebanon  front  with  Israel  heats
up, stoking fears of wider war
BEIRUT/JERUSALEM,  Nov  13  (Reuters)  –  Weeks  of  hostilities  across  the
Lebanese-Israeli border have escalated, with growing casualties on both sides and
a war of words fuelling concerns of a widening conflict between Israel and the
Iran-backed Lebanese group Hezbollah.

Israeli strikes killed two people in south Lebanon on Monday, according to a first-
responder organisation affiliated to the Hezbollah-allied Amal Movement.

On  the  Israeli  side,  a  Hezbollah  missile  attack  on  Sunday  wounded  several
workers from the Israel Electric Company and one died of his wounds on Monday,
the firm said.
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
